Cllr C Smith (County Councillor) reported
The WCC has a new Chief Executive, Tricia Haynes, who would be visiting the District Councils in the near futute. Please
advise him of any matters that need raising with her. Road maintenance is a particularly sore point at present.
Community Activities Grant; He has a grant of £3.5k to be distributed - applications are requested.

Cllr D Hughes (District Councillor) reported;
MHDC had been given a presentation by the Housing Officer working on affordable housing projects funded by Advantage
West Midlands who was asking for reports of case studies which could be used to promote affordable housing schemes.

Cllr A Warburton  (District Councillor) reported;
In order to be an effective member of the Northern Area Development Committee he needed to be advised where objections
to Planning Applications were made.

Cllr Garth Lowe  - Parish Paths Warden  reported;
The funds available in 2007-8 had now been spent on maintenence projects and he was applying for 2008-9 funding for
work to construct a flight of steps to the footpridge over Broad Dingle.  WCC had started work to repair/replace bridges
damaged by the floods last year and work had started on the Pivany Bridge in the knapp and Papermill Reserve.

 Severn Trent has visited the site to examine subsidence but disclaims any responsibility as the old sewerage works was
owned by Martley Council.  The committee have agreed an action plan to deal with this problem starting with a technical
survey.
We have received pledges of support, in some cases accompanied by cheques, totalling £6,510.  The VH committee are
grateful for the support from the Parish Council.
Treasurer’s Report.

After
expenses and profit sharing there was a profit to the VH fund of £150.
