It was decided to put forward “Chagebdow” as this was the
name of that field on the 1800’s Tithe map.

well be a thing of the past. It is however disapgiag that garden rubbish has been
reported discarded into ditches in our parish mby does it look untidy it could

also prevent the ditches working effectively.

Sphere Bus:This initiative has about six months of the twayexperiment left to
run. The service is unlikely to continue in its ggat form after December 2006 as
passenger numbers have been too low to justifgehdce. The Sphere Bus
Committee is looking into other schemes that maynbee appropriate for the
parishes involved.



Training: During the year your councillors have taken updpportunities for
training from WCALC that has covered general coumgitters e.g., how to run
meetings, councillors roles and responsibilitiete of the clerk and planning.
During the coming year further training sessionk ba attended by your
councillors.
