Chairman's Notes
At the start of Autumn the Parish Council has some important work ahead. The
budget has to be decided by the end of the year. Please read the details below and
let your councillors know what you think about this.
Also the council has adopted a Parish Plan and now needs to implement its
individual aspects. Please remember you can express your views to the council at
any of its meetings (Third Tuesday in each month except August and December)
by coming to the open forum which precedes every formal meeting.

Budget 2007-8
Every autumn the Council sets up a Finance Group whose task is to recommend
a budget for decision by the Council in January.  In the current year it is
estimated that expenditure will be around £8,600 of which £5,200 is on
administration, £2,000 on the Parish Lengthsman and the remainder on
maintenance of local facilities such as the Playing Field, War Memorial and
Street Lights and other sundry items.  Income comes mainly from the Parish
precept which is collected with the Local Council Tax and from a County
Council grant which covers the cost of the Lengthsman.
Income and expenditure are expected to be in balance this year but the
Council has only a few hundred pounds in reserve to meet any unexpected
contingencies or to respond to any proposals to enhance community
facilities.  In the coming year it is likely that the Council will wish to
improve its financial position so that it can respond positively to any
suggestions from parishioners for improved local facilities.  Any ideas will
therefore be welcome.

Playing Field
In the past year or so the council has been given several substantial amounts of
money totalling some £1100 toward the provision of young people's facilities on
the Playing Field. This can attract additional grants once firm proposals can be put
forward. Ideas are needed, please contact Cllr Mrs S Tolley.



Hedges and Roadside Trees
At this time of year the summer growth of roadside hedges and trees can start to
encroach on public highways and footpaths. It is the owners' responsibility to
ensure that this does not happen and any offending growth should be cut back.

The Tree Warden has some news!
 Worcestershire was once depicted as a 'forest of fruit trees,' but in recent years
most of our traditional orchards have been destroyed.
Worcestershire County Council will again be running its popular fruit tree scheme
this October, selling specially grown traditional varieties to help restore some of
the mixed orchards and encourage the planting of fruit varieties particularly
associated with Worcestershire in either gardens or orchards.
This is a great opportunity for people to grow their own little bit of Worcestershire
heritage, a tree would also make a great and unusual present.
Trees are £15 each and there is a choice of apples, pears and plums.  More
information from Kate Mustard by calling 01905 766491.

Parish Paths Warden
This autumn should see work starting on necessary work to some of the paths
mainly in Lulsley. One of the main jobs is to replace steps leading in and out of a
footbridge, crossing over a small stream behind the Fox & Hounds. This small
water course then passes under the old railway line. A number of sign posts are
missing or fallen over and some new way-mark posts are being installed to help
walkers keep to the correct path. A step is also to be replaced on a path leaving
Green Street going towards Alfrick Court.
This work is part of a partnership scheme between the Parish Council and the
Rights of Way Dept. of Worcester County Council
If local walkers come across any difficulties while out walking our splendid
network of paths, please contact me. A fallen tree on a footpath near Broad Dingle
and another on a bridle path near Old Storridge, that were recently reported, have
been passed to the owners of the land, as needing attention.
Stiles are the responsibility of the land owners, but if they need replacing, new
ones can be obtained freely, providing that it was an original stile in situ, when the
definitive map was drawn up. In the case of a recently reported derelict stile, the
records showed it was originally a five barred gate. A new self-closing gate is now
to be provided for the land owner to install. This is on a footpath at the top of Old
Storridge.
