Parish Paths Warden
Since the last newsletter, a large number of reports have been sent to the Rights of
Way Dept at WCC, concerning paths in our Parish that need attention; better way
marking, broken cross steps on stiles, and minor blockages. The latter have been
resolved and some extra yellow arrows have been added to indicate where the
footpaths actually go. Residents are very familiar with local paths, but visitors may
encounter occasional difficulties. I am always pleased to receive comments on any
improvements that our parishioners might like to see to improve our network of
paths.
The path under Broad Dingle viaduct has now been cleared of an overhanging tree,
but the partially blocked bridle path from Old Storridge towards the New Inn on
the A4103, has not yet been cleared. Some of the work scheduled for paths in
Lulsley should be completed, by the time this newsletter appears.

Environmental Grants
 Money is still available for practical work to improve the landscape and
biodiversity of the Malvern Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
Applications can cover orchard planting, hedgerow management, pond restoration,
landscape conservation, biodiversity, etc. The grant scheme is aimed at small-scale
landowners, Parish Councils, and community groups provided that the land falls
within the Malvern Hills AONB

can be made at any time, but all claims must be made by 14th February 2007.

Local travel - Consultation Meeting,  Saturday 4th November.

Transport Officer was able to advise on other travel facilities. Should the travel
situation change ie substantial increases car costs then the council would review
the matter again.

Elections 2007
One of the aspects of QPS this is that the parish council should be wholly elected
with no co-opted members. This is so at present but a new council will be elected
next May. Nomination Papers to stand for election have to be completed by 4th

April and the election will be on 3rd May.
