Dental Services Survey

A questionnaire was circulated to all household$f@last part of July. 42
gquestionnaires were returned. This represents dlddatof households in the
Parish. The number of persons in those househohdsints to 84.

Conclusions

The low response rate would indicate that the giowiand/or quality of local dental
services is not a high priority for the majoritygarishioners. It is doubtful therefore
whether there is a strong enough case to be magedasion of a service based at
Knightwick. Only 13 out of the 42 respondents supgd specifically such a
development.

The level of satisfaction with services currenttg@ssed is generally good or
excellent i.e. 79% of respondents. Only 5% of oesients considered services to be
poor or very poor.

Satisfaction with private practices is higher thanNHS services i.e. 92% of those
registered with private practices rated the sergi@llent or good compared with
65% in respect of NHS services

Post Office Closure Questionnaire

Faced with the possibility that the Post Officelddae closed the council initiated a
questionnaire to find out the support for keepingpien. 615 questionnaires were
circulated to the postal area and 181 returnedh€e 178 were from users of the
post office; 57 used the facilities daily, 94 wee&hd 27 monthly. 56 used it for
business as well as personal purposes and 44hsaidtisinesses would suffer from
a closure of the office. In the event the Postd@fivas unaffected but the council
will remain vigilant!

Parish Footpath Warden's Report

After over a year the footbridge from Old Storridgto the nature reserve has been
replaced by a much sounder but less attractivetstet It has a lot of boarding to
cover up the girder work underneath, which at fytahce looks as if it might affect
the floods, when they strike it! It is also hopedtlear some of the paths around
Brookbatch Farm in the near future using voluntéens local footpaths societies
and rambling clubs. In the New Year the rights afwepartment under the WCC
are planning to do an inspection of the footpatiwoek in Lulsley, sorting out any
problems that have arisen in the last few years.

In another role, our tree warden is carrying ositievey of veteran trees in Alfrick
Parish for the Worcester Biological Records Ceatré would be pleased to hear of
any trees which you might consider to be extrerolly The magnitude of the girth
at which each species becomes potentially inteigsdi dependent on the species.
As a guide, oaks with a girth greater than 3.9 ensairveyed and ash and small-
leafed lime greater than 3 m. In addition, polkattdrees and coppice stools with a
large base girth are always interesting. The girtheasured at 1.3 m from the
ground - approximately adult chest height.
