Rebuilding the Village Hall
Now that work is starting on rebuilding the Village Hall, the council will be
holding its meetings in Knightwick and Doddenham Village Hall, by the
church just up Ankerdine Hill from the Talbot Hotel. We appreciate this is
outside the parish but there is nowhere else in the parish  that meets the
requirements for a meeting of the council. If parishioners have difficulty in
attending a meeting of the council please let the clerk know and we will try to
resolve the problem.

The Sphere Taxi
The Sphere Taxi committee held its final meeting on 24th June when the
project ended.  The Sphere Bus  project - later the Sphere Taxi was started in
late 2004 and has unfortunately not gathered sufficient support to be a
continuing service. The council would like to support local travel services but
there has been very little public response when meetings have been called. If
you have any ideas as to how public transport could be improved please
contact the clerk to the council.

Overgrown Hedges
At this time of year it is easy to miss the obstructive effect of an overgrown
hedge, tree or shrub which can reduce the visibility for road users at junctions
and bends in the roadway. Would all property owners please have a look at
hedges etc to make sure the summer growth is not causing a hazard, and cut
them back where necessary.

Parish Footpath Warden's Report
The Pivany bridge into the nature reserve has now been repaired and is back
in it's original state just two years after the big flood took place. The
contractors have also improved the steep path from Papermill Bridge into the
reserve, and utilised the fallen timber taken down to enable them to install
that footbridge. The timber near the bridge has been pegged down with iron
rods!

Parish Footpath Warden's Report
I visited the Alfrick Playing Field on 14th May 2009 to survey the trees on the
north, west and south boundaries of the field and assess them for safety.
   All the trees on these three sides of the field appeared to be healthy and not
to be a risk to the general public. However, as tree warden, I cannot give
advice on dangerous trees because of insufficient training. It was noted that
there is a good range of species on these boundaries of the field including
oak, ash, walnut, elder, red horse chestnut, poplar, silver birch and pines. On
the southern boundary there are a number of young oak trees that have clearly
been planted, perhaps 20 years ago.
   I am contacting MHDC concerning the trees along the eastern side of the
field between the field and the hall which are the responsibility of the Village
Hall Committee. There is one oak and six ash trees. The ash trees have a
great deal of ivy growing up them and I want to determine the merits of
getting the ivy removed.

Jubilee Plantation
The Plantation has been cleared of most of the low-growing scrub and the
trees identified with species tags. The parish council now has to decide how
much more clearing and tidying should be done and what the future use of
the plantation should be. Why not visit it this summer and then let the council
have your views. The trees were planted in 1978 to mark the Queen’s Silver
Jubilee, the oldest and youngest villagers each planted a tree and the
remainder by every child in the village school which was soon to close. The
plantation has around 30 trees including dawn redwood, London plane, box
elder (ash-leafed maple), lime, cherry, hornbeam, birch and sycamore.

Planning Applications
MHDC Planning Services advise that formal notices of planning applications
in this area will now be published in the Malvern Gazette and not Berrows
Journal as previously.
